Proposed Project Description:  
Archive media and procedures from simulation/classroom to allow students, faculty and stakeholders to view at a later time.
Learning Objective or Need:
Simulation in nursing is becoming more necessary to meet student clinical experiences.  This is due to the increased need to develop critical thinking in a controlled environment to prepare students in the acute care setting they will experience as RNs.
We have increased our enrollment in the RN program and purchased a high fidelity mannequin. However, we are not able to offer simulation experiences as frequently and effectively as we would like. This is due to limited physical space (the simulation room only allows 3-4 students in simulation at one time. We have 26 students in the RN program alone) and faculty time (each simulation requires a minimum of 4 nursing faculty with each scenario requiring 4 hours).
I would like to edit video from past simulations, as well as video new as needed, and add instructional content to the simulations. These presentations would then be made available for students which would provide the learning experience to many more students. Not only would it expand simulation learning to more students and faculty, the presentations would also be great to showcase this unique learning environment to prospective students, clinical sites and our advisory board to name a few.
